Lector  A Reading from the Book of Nehemiah. 

All the people of Israel gathered together into the square before the Water Gate. They told the 
scribe Ezra to bring the book of the law of Moses, which the Lord had given to Israel. 
Accordingly, the priest Ezra brought the law before the assembly, both men and women and all 
who could hear with understanding. This was on the first day of the seventh month. He read 
from it facing the square before the Water Gate from early morning until midday, in the 
presence of the men and the women and those who could understand; and the ears of all the 
people were attentive to the book of the law. And Ezra opened the book in the sight of all the 
people, for he was standing above all the people; and when he opened it, all the people stood 
up. Then Ezra blessed the Lord, the great God, and all the people answered, "Amen, Amen," 
lifting up their hands. Then they bowed their heads and worshiped the Lord with their faces to 
the ground. So they read from the book, from the law of God, with interpretation. They gave 
the sense, so that the people understood the reading. And Nehemiah, who was the governor, 
and Ezra the priest and scribe, and the Levites who taught the people said to all the people, 
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"This day is holy to the Lord your God; do not mourn or weep." For all the people wept when 
they heard the words of the law. Then he said to them, "Go your way, eat the fat and drink 
sweet wine and send portions of them to those for whom nothing is prepared, for this day is 
holy to our Lord; and do not be grieved, for the joy of the Lord is your strength."

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At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it or lay a hand upon it; and at the words concerning the cup, to hold or place a 
hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated.

 Strong lay and clergy leadership teams are at the heart of healthy, 
thriving Episcopal congregations. These teams start with the Vestry. 
When developing the latest version of its Vestry Resource Guide, The 
Episcopal Church Foundation spoke with dozens of congregations and 
hundreds of faithful Episcopalians who were seeking to build vital faith 
communities. They received numerous comments, questions, and other 
feedback that helped shape the content of the guide. Here is a synopsis 
of what they learned:  
 

• The most dynamic congregations are those that identify, 
nurture, and support visionary leaders, especially vestry 
members, who are committed to the spiritual vitality of the congregation. 

 • To function, thrive, and grow, congregations need to embrace a leadership model that 
focuses on lay and clergy partnerships and a team approach to engaging in the work of 
ministry.  

• In partnership with the clergy, vestries need to become the spiritual, missional, and 
strategic leaders of the congregation.  

• In addition to exercising important fiduciary roles and responsibilities, vestries must 
engage in ongoing visioning and planning, leadership development, and identifying the 
resources necessary for local mission and ministry.  

• Congregational leaders, especially vestries, want access to current, relevant, and practical 
tools and resources to support their work.
