The Lesson Exodus 12:1-4, 11-14

Reader A reading from the Book of Exodus

The Lord said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt: This month shall mark for
you the beginning of months; it shall be the first month of the year for you. Tell the
whole congregation of Israel that on the tenth of this month they are to take a lamb
for each family, a lamb for each household. If a household is too small for a whole
lamb, it shall join its closest neighbor in obtaining one; the lamb shall be divided in
proportion to the number of people who eat of it.

This is how you shall eat it: your loins girded, your sandals on your feet, and your staff
in your hand; and you shall eat it hurriedly. It is the passover of the Lord. For I will
pass through the land of Egypt that night, and I will strike down every firstborn in the
land of Egypt, both human beings and animals; on all the gods of Egypt I will execute
judgments: I am the Lord.

Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, you
have no share with me” Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, not my feet only but also
my hands and my head!” Jesus said to him, “One who has bathed does not need to
wash, except for the feet, but is entirely clean. And you are clean, though not all of
you.” For he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, “Not all of you are
clean”

After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to the table,
he said to them, “Do you know what I have done to you? You call me Teacher and
Lord--and you are right, for that is what I am. So if I, your Lord and Teacher, have
washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet.

The Stripping of the Altars

The lights are

dimmed and the Congregation kneels. As the Cathedral Choir sings the twenty-second

Psalm, the Consecrated bread and wine are moved to Cummings Chapel, and the Altars are stripped
of their ornaments, cloths, and candles, to remember how Jesus was stripped and beaten. Lastly the
Celebrant drapes the Cross with a black veil. A period of silence is then observed.

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When the Psalm has been sung, the last lights in the choir are extinguished.
After a period of silence, in the darkened Church, the story of Jesus in the Garden of
Gethsemane is read. Afterward, the People leave, silently, as they are so moved.

They went to a place called Gethsemane; and he said to his disciples, “Sit here while I
pray.” He took with him Peter and James and John, and began to be distressed and agi-
tated. And he said to them, “I am deeply grieved, even to death; remain here, and keep
awake.” And going a little farther, he threw himself on the ground and prayed that, if it
were possible, the hour might pass from him. He said, “Abba, Father, for you all things
are possible; remove this cup from me; yet, not what I want, but what you want.” He
came and found them sleeping; and he said to Peter, “Simon, are you asleep? Could you
not keep awake one hour? Keep awake and pray that you may not come into the time
of trial; the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.” And again he went away and
prayed, saying the same words. And once more he came and found them sleeping, for
their eyes were very heavy; and they did not know what to say to him. He came a third
time and said to them, “Are you still sleeping and taking your rest? Enough! The hour has
come; the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners. Get up, let us be going. See,
my betrayer is at hand.” ~Mark 14:32-42
