As they were untying it,
some of the bystanders said to them, “What are you doing, untying the colt?” They
told them what Jesus had said; and they allowed them to take it. Then they brought
the colt to Jesus and threw their cloaks on it; and he sat on it. Many people spread
their cloaks on the road, and others spread leafy branches that they had cut in the
fields. Then those who went ahead and those who followed were shouting, “Hosanna!

Blessed is the coming kingdom
of our ancestor David! Hosanna in the highest heaven!” Then he entered Jerusalem
and went into the temple; and when he had looked around at everything, as it was

already late, he went out to Bethany with the twelve.

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insurrection. So the crowd came and began to ask Pilate to do for them according to
his custom. Then he answered them,
“Do you want me to release for you the King of the Jews?”
For he realized that it was out of jealousy that the chief priests had handed him over.
But the chief priests stirred up the crowd to have him release Barabbas for them
instead. Pilate spoke to them again,
“Then what do you wish me to do with the man you call the King of the Jews?”
They shouted back,

“Crucify him!”
Pilate asked them,
“Why, what evil has he done?”
But they shouted all the more,
“Crucify him!”
So Pilate wishing to satisfy the crowd, released Barabbas for them; and after flogging
Jesus, he handed him over to be crucified. Then the soldiers led him into the courtyard
of the palace (that is, the governor’s headquarters); and they called together the whole
cohort. And they clothed him in a purple cloak; and after twisting some thorns into a
crown, they put it on him. And they began saluting him,
“Hail, King of the Jews!”
They struck his head with a reed, spat upon him, and knelt down in homage to him.
After mocking him, they stripped him of the purple cloak and put his own clothes
on him. Then they led him out to crucify him. They compelled a passer-by, who was
coming in from the country, to carry his cross; it was Simon of Cyrene, the father of

Alexander and Rufus.

Then they brought Jesus to the place called Golgotha (which means the place of a
skull). And they offered him wine mixed with myrrh; but he did not take it. And
they crucified him, and divided his clothes among them, casting lots to decide what
each should take. It was nine o’clock in the morning when they crucified him. The
inscription of the charge against him read, “The King of the Jews.” And with him
they crucified two bandits, one on his right and one on his left. Those who passed by
derided him, shaking their heads and saying,

“Aha! You who would destroy the temple and build it in three days, save yourself,
and come down from the cross!”

In the same way the chief priests, along with the scribes, were also mocking him
among themselves and saying,

“He saved others; he cannot save himself. Let the Messiah, the King of Israel,
come down from the cross now, so that we may see and believe.”

Those who were crucified with him also taunted him. When it was noon, darkness
came over the whole land until three in the afternoon. At three o’clock Jesus cried out
with a loud voice,

“Eloi, Eloi, lema sabachthani?”

At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it, or lay a hand upon it; and at the
words concerning the cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to
be consecrated.

On the night before he died for us, Our Savior Jesus Christ took bread, and when he
had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his friends, and said: “Take, eat:
This is my Body which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.”

As supper was ending, Jesus took the cup of wine, and when he had given thanks,

he gave it to them, and said: “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new
Covenant, which is poured out for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins.
Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:
All Christ has died. Christ is risen. Christ will come again.
